April 12, 2017 Council established the $50M Poverty Reduction Investment Reserve (PRIR). September 27, 2017 Council approved the

On September 10, 2014, Council received Item 4 of Emergency & Community Services Committee Report 14-005 regarding Social Housing Reserve Fund Studies. Housing Services is assessing the
condition of Hamilton's social housing stock and provider reserves, prioritizing buildings most urgently requiring a Building Condition Assessment (BCA) and the financial support to perform building
repairs.
